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Description
The Hail Cove Living Shoreline Project is being completed in two phases.  The first phase (currently 
funded) will provide for the placement of segmented headland breakwaters to protect priority fish 
and wildlife habitat on Eastern Neck National Wildlife Refuge.  
These stone structures will protect the shoreline from future 
erosion and provide access to the site for a second phase of 
the project to create a living shoreline by further stabilizing and 
restoring marsh habitat.

Living Shoreline projects 
reduce shoreline erosion 
and create marsh and 
reef habitat for Chesapeake Bay species, such as waterfowl, 
blue crabs, terrapins, fish, and oysters.   Aerial surveys 
conducted by the Maryland Department of Natural 
Resources (MDNR) and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
(FWS) over the past 10 years have revealed the importance 
of maintaining the integrity of the cove for both SAV and 
protection from prevailing winds for roosting and feeding 
migratory waterfowl.
