All the initiatives in the greening of North Point State Park 
have a strong educational component.  For this project, the 
first objective is to increase infiltration of runoff from the 
Visitor’s Center roof by retrofitting the existing grass swale with 
three cobble grade controls, and widening the swale above 
each grade control.  The swale empties into a stormwater 
management pond adjacent to the Visitor’s Center along Old 

Bay Shore Road.  Currently, 
the area is comprised of a 
monotypic stand of Phragmites 
australis.  Following Phragmites 
removal we will create two 
shallow open water pools separated by a cobble grade control 
and surrounded by a wetland bench, designed to curtail future 
invasion of Phragmites.  Native vegetation will be planted along 
the swale and on the wetland bench.  Once the swale/pool 
system has been retrofitted, we will connect the Visitor Center’s 
downspouts to the swale.  Educational signs will be placed along 
the swale to explain low-impact stormwater management options, 
and around the shallow open water habitat identifying native plant 
and animal species.
